April 2: Watercolor workshop with Robin Whitfield
Seeing Nature with Watercolor: a painting workshop with Robin Whitfield

Friday - March 2, 2010; 1:00 - 6:00 

The workshop will offer fundamental skills and knowledge about the process of working with watercolor and painting on location. Robin will demonstrate painting as a way of “seeing” nature in dynamic and specific relationships of colors and shapes. Students will practice this kind of seeing with quick painting exercises and a longer study submerged in spring at the Noxubee National Wildlife Refuge. 

All painting materials will be provided.

It is recommended that you bring a hat, bug spray, long sleeve shirt, cushion / portable chair, container for water (bigger is better!), and any favorite brushes.

Easels or TV trays may be desired if sitting on the ground is not an option.

Also recommended for comfort  - plenty of drinking water and snacks  

Robin Whitfield explores and paints in the swamps, creeks, and woods near her home in Grenada, MS. She typically works with watercolor or oil paints on location. Her paintings use bold colors and brushstrokes in poetic response to the living world as it changes with the seasons, weather, and times of day. 

She graduated from Delta State University with her BFA in painting, where she studied with Sammy Britt in the delta landscape. She has worked on numerous public murals and other community arts experiences throughout Mississippi. She currently works for Communities In Schools of Greenwood-Leflore as an artist-in-residence in Grenada Public Schools and as the Director of Gallery 208 – an outlet for CIS student made items.
